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| is re available in both the Atrium and the Play Hive and
can be accesses at any time. Please el sure adult supervision of their use. The
Forest area only has toilet facilities (|nclud|ng disabled) half way round at Gretel’s

Café, so please make sure your children go BEFORE the session starts.

Groupings

You will move around the park and do activities as a whole class but will be asked
to perform many tasks in small groups. We suggest an adult pupil ratio of 1:5 and
-these will normally form your individual groups.

Children’s Name Labels
It's really helpful to us if all children are wearing name labels. This helps us to

identify the child and gain their attention quickly. It also makes it more personal
to be able to respond to them by name.

The Great Outdoors

The Enchanted Forest Story Creation Walk and Maze are outdoor activities, so i &
children need to be warm and dressed appropriately for the weather. You will also @:
need to go outside for the short walk from the Atrium to the Play Hive building.

Ultimately, going out in bad weather will be the decision of the teachers or our M
Stockeld Staff leader if they decide it is impractical for delivery. If weather is a

problem we will substitute the Enchanted Forest Story Creation Walk for our
Traditional Tales/Story Telling workshops in the Atrium.

Lunch

Lunch is held in the Atrium. If the weather is good, there are picnic tables on the
grass outside the Playhive. You are responsible for the children during this time
and for clearing up after.

The Play Hive
You will need to remove your shoes before entering the play area. These can be
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left on benches as no one else will be in the space at the same time. Please follow
all instructions on how to use the space safely. Food is NOT allowed in any areas
of the Play Hive, including the Café, due to cleaning.

The Maze
We suggest taking a photo of the maze map from the sign outside the maze, or
ask for copies from our staff. We advise working in adult led groups. The nature of
a maze is that you can get turned about and lost and some children can find this
upsetting. Give yourself ‘wiggle room’ at the end to gather your groups from
